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EDITORIAL

he most important subject of this MUSICUS book is

Glazunov Concert Hall big organ renovation, which

is have to be finished in September, 2009. There is
an article about this outstanding reconstruction as well as
a brief history of this instrument and some pictures of it
on the cover of this book. Some publications of the
Manuscript Department’s stuff are publishing as well as
new researches about A. Borodin’s creative process.
There are some correspondence links between this part
and the following, the conference «A Musical Autograph»
observe. The part Studia is completed with the disserta-
tions extracts by post-graduate students and seekers
who are mostly performers.

Their topics are various: pianists are going through
the problems of the professional training as well as some
genre and style tendencies of the piano duet develop-
ment, highlighting the importance of the transcription at
certain stages of its evolution, monographs are dedicat-
ed to sonatas of the unjustly neglected N. Medtner and
the perception of the Shubert’s inheritance through the
eyes of his renowned interpreter A. Brendel.

Formerly, Glazunov’s quartet for 4 saxophones was
the deliberately unknown part of his output, and it rarely
occurs that the researchers’ attention is drawn to the
creative and pedagogical activities of the Leningrad gui-
tarists who were acknowledged in the first half of the 20th
century.

The part Composers of the 20t century presents the
far apart multinational schools and tendencies, such as
particular rhythmics in the works of Tatar composer
S. Saidashev and compositional trends of the Chinese
music in Din Shan De’s prelude.

The creative output of St Petersburg composers,
whose anniversary is celebrated this year, is considered
through the example of the cantata written by professor
of St Petersburg Conservatoire, Gennady Belov, the
author of the multiple opuses in various genres, and
speaking of the variety of phenomena of the electronic
music one thinks of the creative individuality of Anatoly
Korolev.

The concert review provides the heartfelt comment of
the reviewer on Janson’s brilliant performance with the
Bavarian Radio Orchestra at the Grand Hall of the St
Petersburg State Philharmonia. There are some interest-
ing details regarding the making of a CD containing the
archival records of the renowned musicians of the end
19th — pegin 20th century.

In May the Council of the Musicology faculty summa-
rized the achievements of MUSICUS magazine over the
past years. They were marked by free numerous publica-
tions of young researchers: 19 authors were granted
such opportunity even before their theses defense,
4 authors prior to the doctorate defense. Students’
diploma works were also published. Special support was
offered to authors coming from Krasnoyarsk, Kursk,
Moscow, Kazan, Ulianovsk, Saratov, Ekaterinburg,
Petrazovodsk, Kharkiv. Materials came from France and
the USA. The distribution covers a vast territory: Rostov
Conservatory and Musical high school of Yakutsk, State
Arts Academy of Ufa, Conservatory of Astrakhan, Institute
of Arts in Volgograd, Orenburg State Institute of Arts,
Petrozavodsk conservatory. There are individual sub-
scribers in the far off regions, such as Transbaikalia,
Prymorie, the large cities of Central Russia and the
North-West region.

The gained experience and recommendations will be
considered in the work ahead.
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
