EDITORIAL

n December 5, 2009, a historical concert dedi-

cated to the 150th anniversary of the Russian

Music Society took place at the Alexander
Glazunov Concert Hall. The date of the concert (accord-
ing to the New Style) was exactly in correspondence
with the first public RMS concert in 1859. At the new
concert, music works by Glinka, Rubinstein, Rimsky-
Korsakov were performed, being excellently interpreted
by the Conservatoire performing units and soloists.
Here is a spontaneous ‘hot’ response given by
Professor Era Barutcheva:

‘Everything was excellently festive:

* in the overcrowded Hall, where the concert was
being held, coming to its ending in a magnificent man-
ner with Coronation March by the Conservatoire first
graduate, Peter Tchaikovsky, performed as encore by
the Conservatoire symphonic orchestra under the
Rector Sergey Stadler, as well as...

* in the Hall foyer, where a portrait of Grand
Duchess Helena Pavlovna, the first patroness of RMS,
was unveiled (this portrait is a replica of the work by
F. Winterhalter, in former times being kept in the
Conservatoire and now kindly and gratuitously placed at
the Conservatoire’s disposal by the State Hermitage
Museum). The listeners could see the exhibition timed
to the remarkable event: the rare materials and doc-
uments presented in the six glass-cases and devoted
to the history of RMS, to its Highness-styled patrons,
to its first Directors-founders, to the renowned con-
ductors and, of course, to the great representative of
Russian cultural life in the second half of the 19th cen-
tury, Anton Grigorievich Rubinstein. His 180t anniver-
sary was marked by the Conservatoire with a special
concert in these December days.’

On December 16, 2009, history unified with the
present days: at the same Hall, a conference of the
Conservatoire professorial staff elected the new
Rector — the outstanding violinist and conductor,
People’s Artist of Russia Sergey Valentinovich
Stadler!

The results of voting confirmed almost unanimous
promotion of the staff.

The Editorial Board joins the numerous sincere con-
gratulations on the occasion of this event, addressed to
the new Rector.

Another new page is opened in the history of the
St. Petersburg Conservatoire on the threshold of its
150th anniversary.
