RULES AND CONDITIONS
The competition is devoted to Leopold Auer, an outstanding violinist, the founder of the Russian violin school. He brought up a whole galaxy of renowned violinists, such as Y. Heifetz, I. Ahron, M. Elman, E. Tsimbalist, M. Polyakin, and many others. Auer’s lessons at the St. Petersburg Conservatory and his summer school in London were the global centres for violin performance of the time, attracting musicians from different countries.

Auer expanded both creative and virtuoso capacities of the violin through combining the Russian performance traditions with the global achievements in the field of arts. His pedagogic principles were based on a deep understanding of highly ethical purpose of the performing arts. Performance by the best representatives of his school is distinguished by sensible interpretation, noble style, high culture of sounding, technical perfection.  
The main goal of the Leopold Auer competition is to continue and to promote the traditions of the outstanding master, identifying talented young musicians, as well as helping them with their professional development.

COMPETITION TERMS 

The competition is open to students of secondary and higher educational institutions, post-graduate students, as well as graduates of the conservatories and higher schools of music. The participants must be between 16 and 29 years of age on the date of the competition opening.
The competition performance order is determined by a draw before the beginning of the competition. The order does not change throughout the competition.
The competition programme must be performed from memory with the exception of the sonatas played in round II. Participants may bring their own accompanists. The Competition Committee can provide accompanists upon request. 
Round III will be accompanied by a symphonic orchestra.  
Participants perform the programme according to their application. Should there be any alterations to the programme, the participant must appeal to the jury in writing before the auditions. The final decision on program changes is decided by voting. 
The jury reserves the right to reduce or terminate any performance upon a mutual decision of all its members.

Required application documents:
1. Application form 

2. Program of performance specifying the duration of each piece 
3. Resume in English (for Russian applicants, both in English and Russian)
4. Education certificate
5. Copy of passport
6. Headshot (not less than 500Kb, color) 
Completed applications must be sent by e-mail to auer@conservatory.ru before May 31, 2014.
The deadline for the application forms extended to June 15, 2014. 
Documents received after May 31, 2014 will not be accepted by the competition committee. 
The participation fee is €80
The participation fee must be paid on the day of the competition opening (September 14, 2014).
If the fee isn’t fully and timely paid, the participant’s application will be considered invalid and the participant will be excluded from the competition. Payment must be made in Russian rubles at the official rate of the Central Bank of the Russian Federation effective on the date of payment.
Successful applicants will be informed by the Competition Committee no later than June 10, 2014, after which the invitations will be sent. 
According to the results of the three rounds, the jury shall confer the titles of Laureate and Diploma holders, and grant the following awards and prizes:
1 prize – ք 700 000
2 prize – ք 500 000
3 prize – ք 300 000
The finalists will each be conferred a title of Diploma holder and a prize of ք 50 000.
Each prize will be given to the Winner personally, in Russian Rubles at the rate of the Central Bank of the Russian Federation as of the date of rewarding.  
Sponsors and public organizations may establish additional special prizes. 
The jury may decide to split prizes between the participants and/or to award a reduced set of prizes upon the voting results.

The jury does not provide any feedback regarding the decisions.
All the competitors will be given a Certificate of participation. 
All the auditions will be public. Laureates of the competition must receive their prizes personally. 
Each laureate must agree to participate in no more than two concerts on a non-paid basis. The concerts will be organized by the Competition committee after the competition is over. 

The organizers shall reserve the right to broadcast the concerts and auditions on radio and television, as well as an exclusive right to make audio and video recordings of the competition and to distribute them without an additional premium.
