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Leopold Auer (1845 — 1930)

The heyday of the Russian musical art of the second half of the 19th — early 20th centuries gave the world many outstanding artists,
among whom were the composers, performers and teachers. Leopold Auer is one of these powerful figures of the Russian classical
music who influenced the entire course in the art world in the twentieth century. He was born in the Hungarian city of Veszprem in the
poor family of a painter and since childhood he showed remarkable musical abilities. L. Auer graduated from the Vienna Conservatory
and then turned to the great Joseph Joachim, who opened to the young violinist many professional secrets and secrets of teaching.
When Auer, came to the Russian capital to head the violin class of the St. Petersburg Conservatoire, responding to a proposal by Anton
Rubinstein, he was barely past 23 years. Here he found a new home and found himself.

As a clever, purposeful, extremely hardworking man, L. Auer very quickly won the leading position in the capital’s musical world.
He became a soloist of the Imperial theatres (1873) and a year later was awarded the title of the Soloist of His Majesty, which opened
for him unique prospects for creative realization. And he used them to the full extent.

It seemed incredible that L. Auer will be adequately to change at all these posts genius Henry Wieniawski — but he succeeded!
A brilliant performer, he contributed to the flourishing of the Russian violin music. He has formed the principles of interpretation
ofanumber of outstanding works of Russian composers, such as Tchaikovsky, Glazunov, Taneyev, etc. In addition to solo performances,
L. Auer raised to a new level culture of chamber music, performing in a duet with A. N. Esipova and Quartet of the Imperial Russian
musical society. Since 1880 he conducted Symphony concerts of the court orchestra and in the late 1880s led the Symphony orchestra
of the Russian musical society. L. Auer became the author of a number of violin plays, adaptations, editions.

Recognizing the outstanding achievements of L. Auer in all spheres of the violin art, however, it should be confidently stated that the
largest contribution was made by Auer in violin pedagogy. Not only because for the 62 years of pedagogical work he has brought up
more than 300 students — although this figure in itself is amazing. The main thing is that during half a century of activity in the walls
of the St. Petersburg Conservatory Auer has created a system that not only brought the Russian violin school for advanced positions
in the world, but also gave primacy for many decades to come. Y. Heifetz and M. Elman, E. Timbalist and M. Polyakin, I. Achron and
N. Milshtein, C. Hansen and R. Burgin and so on — none of the teacher-a contemporary of L. Auer not brought up so many soloists
of the world level.

In his declining years, living in the USA, Auer published several works devoted to specific problems of teaching violin playing and
history of his life. But, for all their importance, they cannot pass those aspects of working with students that would determine the final
success of its activities. Those aspects which makes the method of teaching of each great teacher unique.

The T Leopold Auer International Violin Competition is a landmark event in the life of modern St. Petersburg violin school.
This is also dignities to the memory of the Master. And the evidence of the inviolable fact, that his precepts are living today and will live
in the future.

Mikhail Gantvarg was born in Leningrad in 1947. In 1965 he
finished his studies at the Special Music Secondary school of the Leningrad
Conservatory, where his teacher was T. Berezmikova, and continued his studies
at the Conservatory in the class of professor M. Weiman thereafter.

In 1967 he became the Laureate of a prestigious international Paganini
Competition in Genoa (Italy), after which he won the All-Soviet Violin
Competition in 1969. After finishing his postgraduate studies in 1972, Mikhail
Gantvarg began his teaching career at the Leningrag Conservatory. In 1975 he
became the concertmaster at the Leningrad Philarmonic symphony orchestra.
Mikhail Gantvarg has been the artistic director of a chamber orchestra St.
Petersburg Soloists since 1987. Under his guidance for over quarter of a century
the orchestra has been successfully performing in the largest venues in Russia,
Spain, Germant, France, Italy, Serbia, and other countries. In collaboration with
Russia’s and world’s largest recording companies Mikhail has recorded and
released over 40 CD albums. These albums comprise all the violin and piano
concertos by Mozart, monumental instrumental works by Vivaldi “Harmonic
Inspiration”, “Fancies”, “Four Seasons”, concertos for violin and orchestra by
Shostakovich, as well as numerous works by Sibelius, Haydn, and Bach.

In 1991 Mikhail Gantvarg received an honorary title of a Merited Artist of
Russian Federation, and in 2004 — the highest title in the field of arts, People’s
Artist of Russian Federation.

Since 2008 professor Mikhail Gantvarg has been the head of the Violin and
Viola Department at the St.Petersburg Conservatory.

In 2001, Mikhail Gantvarg was elected to become the Rector of the Rimsky-
Korsakov St.Petersburg State Conservatory.

Zino Vinnikov is one of the leading representatives of the
St. Petersburg violin tradition. He studied with Professor Abram Shtern,
and later at the Leningrad (St. Petersburg) State Conservatoire with Professors
Mikhail Waiman and Benjamin Sher, himself a pupil of the legendary Leopold
Auer. While still a student, he won First Prize at the USSR National Violin
Competition. He was also one of the prizewinners of the International
Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow, the Concours Reine Elisabeth
in Brussels, as well as winner of the First Prize and Gold Medal at the George
Enescu Competition in Bucharest. After completing his postgraduate studies,
Zino Vinnikov was invited to teach at the Leningrad Conservatoire. In the
early years of his career, Vinnikov appeared in solo recitals and concerto
performances on stages throughout the former Soviet Union and abroad. Since
1979 the artist has resided in the Netherlands and in France.

Today Zino Vinnikov is an internationally acclaimed performer with broad
musical interests and an exceptionally rich repertoire. He has appeared
in most European countries as well as in those of the former Soviet Union,
the United States, Canada, South America, China and Japan. Vinnikov has
performed under leading conductors such as Yuri Temirkanov, Evgeny
Svetlanov, Alexander Dmitriev, Mariss Jansons, Neeme Jarvi, Gennady
Rozhdestvensky, André Previn, Alain Lombard, Hans Vonk, and Vladimir
Ashkenazy. He also enjoyed an especially close partnership with Yehudi
Menuhin, who confessed to being an admirer of Vinnikov's art. Their
recording of Tchaikovsky’s Violin Concerto, Sérénade mélancolique
and Mélodie, with Menuhin conducting The Royal Philharmonic Orchestra,
received wide acclaim.

Equally a keen chamber musician, Zino Vinnikov has performed with
outstanding musicians such as Philippe Hirshhorn, Mischa Maisky, Boris
Pergamenschikow, Natalia Gutman, Elisso Virsaladze, Elisabeth Leonskaya
and others. He has participated in many festivals including Edinburgh,
Santander, Athens, St. Petersburg, Bonn, Paris, Bordeaux and London.
Vinnikov has held professorships at the St. Petersburg, Rotterdam
and Utrecht Conservatoires and the Benjamin Britten Academy.
He is regularly invited to conduct masterclasses and serve as a jury member
at international violin competitions.

In 2013 Zino Vinnikov was awarded a Knighthood in the Order of the
Netherlands Lion — the country’s highest civilian order — for services to music.

Eduard Wulfson is also an eminent professor, bringing up a new generation of
very talented soloists like Kristof Barati, llian Garnet, Kazuhiro Takagi and Sacha
Rojdestvenski.

The violinist Vladimir Ivanov was born 1948 in Moscow. Being brought up
in the musical atmosphere he began playing the violin at the age of 6 with V. Vulfman
having shown an unusual gift. At the age of 10 he began studying under the guidance
of a well-known teacher, Professor Yury Yankelevich.

The violinist’s first recital took place in the Ukraine in 1965 and next year Ivanov’s
first performance was accompanied by a symphony orchestra in the Great Hall
of the Moscow Conservatory. In 1967 the young musician showed his progress
abroad for the first time. The same year (1967) V. Ivanov entered the Moscow
Tchaikovsky’s Conservatory where he continued studying under the guidance
of Professor Yury Yankelevich, with whom he later studied post-graduate course.
Vladimir Ivanov’s creative activities, his talent and growing mastership attract the
attention of leading critics. Thus, the Lithuanian newspaper “Tiesa” wrote: “Vladimir
Ivanov is distinguished by his expressive tone quality, brilliant technique and his
thoughtful treatment of the work performed...” Analyzing the diverse repertoire
of the violinist the Moscow magazine “The Musical life” pointed out that Vladimir
Ivanov “was an intelligent artist with a mellow and beautiful tone quality, he has
a subtle sense of contemporary music...”

In 1972 V. Ivanov became a winner of the Bach International Competition
in Leipzig, having won the First Prize and Gold Medal. Also in 1974 at the
International Katya Popova Festival in Bulgaria V. Ivanov was awarded the Gold
Medal. Since the beginning of 1976 V. Ivanov is a participant of the Moscow Piano
Trio, famous both in Russia and abroad. The same year this ensemble received
the Gold Medal “Maurice Ravel” at the “Musical May” Festival (Bordeaux, France).
V. Ivanov gives concerts as a soloist and ensemblist in the main concert halls
in Russia, Western Europe, Asia and America, performs as a soloist with various
symphony orchestras.

The violinist became the first interpreter of many works by contemporary composers.
Some of these compositions were dedicated to him.

Since 1974 V. Ivanov teaches at the Moscow State Tchaikovsky Conservatory, today
as a full professor, Head of violin Department and Dean of orchestra-instruments
Faculty. His students have been winners of many national and international
competitions. V. Ivanov has given master-classes in Germany, Switzerland, Austria,
Finland, Denmark, Italy, Greece, Bulgaria, Turkey, Korea, Japan, Israel, Chile
and USA. He has been jury member at many international competitions. V. Ivanov was
given the highest title: “People’s Artist of Russia” (1994). He is a winner of the Moscow
City Prize (1997).

Sergey Kravchenko is a Merited artist of Russia, Professor of
orchestral Department of the Moscow State Conservatory. He was born in
the homeland of violinists in Odessa in 1947. S. Kravchenko graduated from
the P. Stolyarsky Odessa school of music. Repeated winner of the contest of
Ukrainian schools in Kyiv. In the P. Tchaikovsky Moscow State Conservatory,
he worked with a famous violinist, Professor Leonid Kogan. Prize-winner
of prestigious International competitions: Paganini competition in Genoa,
Italy (1969), M. Long and J. Thibaud competitions in Paris, France (1971),
International contest of string quartets in Liege, Belgium.

Alexander Fisher was bomn in Leningrad. He graduated
from the St. Petersburg State Conservatory Secondary Specialized
Musical School in 1957 and continued studies at the St. Petersburg
State  Conservatory under Professor Yuly Eidlin and eminent violinist
Mikhail Vaiman.

The history of the St. Petersburg
State Conservatory

The history of the St. Petersburg State Conservatory, the first higher school
of music in Russia, began on 20 September 1862. The Conservatory was
opened thanks to the endeavours of a group of Russia’s most progressive
musicians and educators. The most significant figure in the group was a
renowned pianist and composer, Anton Rubinstein. The finest artistic
forces of Russia along with famous European musicians were invited to
teach there — H. Wieniawski (violin), A. Tzabel (harp), P. Ciardi (flute),
to name but a few. P. L. Tchaikovsky was among the Conservatory’s first
graduates in 1865. Vocalists F. Stravinsky, V. Zarudnaya, 1. Ershov, pianists
V. Safonov, M. Barinova, F. Blumenfeld, violinists J. Heifetz, E. Tzimbalist,
M. Vaiman, composers A. Lyadov, S. Prokofiev, D. Shostakovich and many
others were affiliated with the Conservatory. Performance and teaching
schools that developed at the Conservatory played a significant role in
the musical life of Russia, including T. Leschetizky and A. Yesipova piano
school, L. Auer violin school, K. Davidov and A. Verzhbilovich cello school,
and H. Nissen-Saloman and E. Everardi vocal school. St. Petersburg’s school
of composition headed by N. A. Rimsky-Korsakov had an unprecedented
influence on the development of world music up to the present day. In the
1920s, a special music school and music college were opened and added to
the Conservatory. The country’s first educational centre for musical theatre
was opened in the Conservatory as an Opera Studio.

The St. Petersburg Conservatory enjoys a faculty whose achievements in
academic studies, performance, and creative fields are widely recognized.
All the leading performers from the city’s Philharmonic, theatres, and
artistic associations are professors of the Conservatory.

Both orchestras of the St. Petersburg Philharmonic, the orchestras of
the Mariinsky and Mikhailovsky Opera and Ballet Theatres, the choir and
orchestra of the Academic Capella, as well as other local orchestras, consist
mainly of the Conservatory’s alumni. The St. Petersburg Conservatory is
a prestigious Russian educational establishment and ranks among the
world’s leading music schools alongside the Moscow Conservatory,
the Paris Conservatory, and the Juilliard School of Music in New York.
Nowadays, the first Russian Conservatory is a community of creative artists;
it comprises the Conservatory itself, Music Theatre, Special Music College,
and a Folklore Centre.

International symphonic orchestra “Tavrichesky”

International symphonic orchestra and chorus “Tavrichesky” are followers by traditions
of the cultural and creative heritage of the orchestra and choir Chapel “Tavrichesky”, which
was established by Inter-parliamentary Assembly of States — participants of CIS to the 220th
anniversary of the Tavricheskiy Palace and was created in the image of the ensemble who
served the Prince Grigory Potyomkin.

Nowadays the ensemble, which is an artistic union, organizes concerts independently,
organize charitable and social actions and actively takes part in organization and creation of
cultural projects.

Most of them are
students or graduated from Saint-Petersburg State Conservatory named after N. A. Rimsky-
Korsakov.

Since its first projects the ensemble under the guidance of Mikhail Golikov gained recognition
among professionals and wide audience. The main task of the International symphonic
orchestra and chorus “Tavrichesky” is the popularization of works of the Russian and world
musical heritage.

International symphonic orchestra “Tavrichesky” is the constant participant of the “Night of
Music” in St. Petersburg, Gatchina, Pushkin, “Pushkin’s day of Russia” and other numerous
city and national events. The orchestra performs at major venues in the city and country,
actively performs and gives concerts. It performed in more than 20 countries at the prestigious
international festivals.

In 2013 he founded The Charitable Support and Development Foundation of Taurida Chapel, which supports young gifted musicians, promotes
musical heritage among youth, supports significant social and cultural projects aimed to revive Russian cultural traditions.

In the end of 2013 Mikhail Golikov was awarded of the title of People’s Artist of The Kabardino-Balkar Republic for the big cultural project “The
Symphony of Caucasia”.

Small hall of the Conservatoire

In 1887, to mark the 25th anniversary of the St. Petersburg Conservatory — Russia’s first higher institution of musical education — emperor Alexander Il issued an order to rebuild the Bolshoi
Theatre on the Teatralnaya Square to house the Conservatory. The work of Vladimir Nikolya (1852 —1902) won the project competition; the reconstruction of the theatre was the peak
of the architectural engineer’s career. Nikolya designed a 600-seat concert hall on the second floor of the Conservatory and named it “The Quartets’ Meeting Hall”. The Hall’s decor combined
the motifs of early classicism with the elements of rococo. Forming a harmonious unity with the décor, there is the painting on the ceiling representing Apollo-Mussaget, his wife Calliope and
his son Orpheus, as well as the muses Polyhymnia and Euterpe. The plafond, executed by the well-known artist Andrey Ryabushkin in 1894, was nearly destroyed during the Second World
War. In 1970 a group of artists reconstructed the hall’s painted plafond. The rough sketches of the reconstruction were carried out by the restoration artist Anatoly Treskin from Ryabushkin’s
preserved drawings. Originally the hall housed a Walcker organ from Dresden; in 1961 it was replaced by a Riger-Kloss organ made in Czechoslovakia, which fell out of service in the 1980s
and remained silent for over two decades. In 2009 a special ceremony was held to unveil a new Eule organ from Germany. From the first concert on 12 January 1896 to the present day,
the Glazunov Concert Hall has been a center of academic and artistic life in the Conservatory and one of the oldest concert halls in St. Petersburg that combines the functions of a training
stage and an open concert stage. The Glazunov Hall preserves the spiritual atmosphere of the Conservatory, upholds its traditions, and accumulates the powerful artistic energy provided by
the numerous generations of musicians who performed here. Anna Esipova,Leopold Auer, Alexander Verzhbilovich, Vladimir Sophronitsky, Maria Yudina, Sergei Prokofiev, Dmitry Shostakovich,
Artur Rubinstein, Glenn Gould, Mstislav Rostropovich, and many other outstanding musicians from Russia and abroad have performed in the Hall.
